1. Biological material (Material) being made available pursuant to this Agreement is to be held by Recipient in trust solely for scientific research purposes in the laboratory of the Recipient’s scientist identified in the Letter Agreement.

2. The term “Material” shall include progeny and any modification to Material.

3. If Recipient is a commercial institution, and desires to use Material and related patents, if any, for profit-making or commercial purposes, it agrees to negotiate in good faith a license with Supplier prior to making any profit-making or commercial use.   Supplier shall have no obligation to grant such license to Recipient, and may grant exclusive or non-exclusive licenses to others who may be investigating uses of the Material.

4. The provision of Material to Recipient is understood to alter in no way any rights of the U.S. Government or other research sponsor or Supplier.

5. Any Material delivered pursuant to this Agreement is understood to be experimental in nature, and SUPPLIER MAKES NO REPRESENTATIONS AND EXTENDS NO WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND, EITHER EXPRESS OR IMPLIED.  THERE ARE NO EXPRESS OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, OR THAT THE USE OF THE BIOLOGICAL MATERIAL WILL NOT INFRINGE ANY PATENT, COPYRIGHT, TRADEMARK, OR OTHER RIGHTS.

6. In no event shall the Supplier of Material under this Agreement be liable for any use of such Material, and Recipient hereby agrees, where not precluded by federal or state law, to defend, indemnify, and hold Supplier harmless from any loss, claim, damage, or liability, of whatsoever kind or nature, which may arise from or in connection with this Agreement or the use of such Material hereunder.

7. Recipient of Material under this Agreement shall not transfer received or modified Material to any other party without the prior written consent of Supplier.  Nothing in this Agreement grants any rights under any patent or in any know-how of the Supplier nor any rights to use the Material or any product or process related thereto or derived therefrom for profit-making or commercial purposes.

8. Either Supplier or Recipient has the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, in which case Recipient will discontinue within thirty (30) days its prospective use of the Material for research until such time as a new agreement between the parties is established.  If no agreement is established between the parties, Recipient agrees, upon direction of Supplier, to return or destroy the Material.

9. Recipient expressly agrees that its use of Material shall be in compliance with all applicable local, state and federal procedures, rules, regulations and laws.   Materials will not be used in treatment of or testing in humans.
