2. What will be your security and storage for the controlled substances at your facility?
Controlled Substances will be locked in a dual-lock narcotics cabinet (LNC-1 or similar device, Lakeside Manufacturing, Inc.) at the U of AZ XXXX Building (Write in address here) in room XXX. Dilutions and mixtures of controlled substance(s) (controlled substances logged out/removed from the inventory) to be used in the attached research protocol will:  be secured in storage in accordance with DEA security manual, be safely and securely moved (always under supervision of an authorized individual) to the animal facility where the work will be performed. Stock controlled substances will not be taken out of the building. The animal facility is located in XXXX. Dilutions and mixtures will not be left unattended and unused dilutions and mixtures will either be returned to the registrant for secure storage, or proper reverse distribution by U of AZ’s Risk Management Services Department, or (only in small quantities) rendered un-divertible by an impromptu destruction (wash down sink, adsorb onto solid waste) and recorded within the dispensation log. Only the required amount of controlled substance for the experiment at hand will be prepared on a given day/week/month in order to minimize unused dilutions and mixtures. If dilution stocks are required to be prepared and stored for continuous use, then dilutions will be secured by two locks and have their own unique dispensation records.

The “Authorized Individuals” listed in Section 1 will be ultimately responsible for keeping controlled substance records including inventory and dispensation logs with oversight provided by the registrant and U of AZ Research Laboratory & Safety Services (RLSS)

Once the controlled substance is used up or properly disposed of, related inventory, usage/dispensation logs and records will be maintained for two (2) years.
